Fuel switch, choke
When the fuel switch is "on", the fuel passage 
is open, allowing the fuel tank to supply gasoline 
continuously. When the switch is "off ", the fuel 
passage is closed, stopping the fuel supply from 
the tank.

When the choke is "off ", the carburetor intake 
channel is closed, and it is easy to start when the 
fuel concentration is increased. When the choke 
is fully on, and the engine can operate normally; 
Figure 1 shows the carburetor choke handle, 
Figure 2 shows the choke plug.
